The Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare announced today that it has posted on its 
homepage, the English version of the pandemic influenza movie “Tips for Coping with 
Pandemic Influenza” 
 
This movie was originally made back in 2009 for Japanese-speaking people, to provide 
appropriate information on how to overcome a novel influenza pandemic at the time. That 
English-translated version has been edited further in order to provide the same information 
to people living in Japan but who don’t have enough Japanese language skills. 
 
According to a report by the National Institute of Infectious Diseases, influenza season has 
reached epidemic proportions since December 5th, 2014 in Japan.*
