The numbers of doctors and dentists are increasing every year. As of December 31, 2006, there are 277,927 doctors and 97,198 dentists.
As for the number of doctors, a report was prepared in July 2006 by the committee to examine the supply and demand. The report 
projected that supply and demand of doctors will be balanced in the future and required number of doctors will be fulfilled.
As for the number of dentists, confirmation notes were exchanged between the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and the 
Minister of Health, Labour and Welfare on August 31, 2006 to make efforts for reducing the number of trainees.
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
