3) Exchange of experiences and information on the regulation of pharmaceuticals 

and medical devices; 

 

4) Training of the health personnel working in healthcare services; 

 

5) Response to growing Non-Communicable Disease (NCD) such as cancer and 

diabetes to reduce premature mortality;
